From 1976 till 1986 he was principal trumpet in the Munich
Philharmonic.

He has taught at the Fribourg Conservatoire since 1986. From 1991 till 2001, he was also professor at the Lausanne Conservatoire and
from 1997 till 2004 at Geneva for the professional classes.

He has played as a soloist in many European countries, as well as in Japan, Brazil, Argentina and the USA. He regularly gives
masterclasses in Europe and around the world. He is a member of the brass quartet Nov’ars and the Buccinatoris new music ensemble.
He also plays in many orchestras.

He is often invited to be a jury member at national and international competitions, and at present he teaches at the Fribourg
Conservatoire and at the Fribourg branch of the Haute Ecole de Musique. He conducted the Fribourg brass band from 2010 till 2012.

His compositions are played all over the world. Whilst maintaining his personal style and sincerity, his works range in style from
contemporary to very popular. Many of his works have a pedagogical aspect.

In 2017 he was invited as composer in residence at the “Asia Slider Festival” in Hong Kong.
